$30,000 INSTANT ASSET WRITE-OFF
PRESS RELEASE FROM THE ATO DATED 21 May

2019

Thinking of purchasing a
new or second-hand
vehicle for your
business?

The ATO's instant asset
write-off threshold has been increased to
$30,000 and extended to 30 June 2020.

If you purchase an asset (new or second hand)
costing less than $30,000 and it is used or
installed ready for use from 7:30pm AEDT on 2
April 2019, you can claim a deduction for the
business portion.

Different thresholds apply for assets purchased
before that date:

e from 29 January 2019 until before 7.30pm
AEDT on 2 April 2019, the threshold is
$25,000

e before 29 January 2019, the threshold is
$20,000.

You may purchase and claim a deduction for
multiple assets provided each asset is under the
relevant threshold.

Assets that cost $30,000 each or more can't be
immediately deducted. You can continue to
deduct them over time using the small business
pool.

Remember, registered tax agents can help you
with your tax.

BAS & GST RECORD KEEPING TIPS

> Keep records of all driving lessons, fees,
expenses, wages and other business costs

> Keep appropriate records, such as log books
to substantiate motor vehicle claims

> Reconcile sales (driving lessons) with bank
statements

> Use the correct GST accounting method
Keep all your tax invoices and other GST
records for five years.

TAX INVOICES

A lot of driving instructors forget that when you
provide a driving lesson or test valued at more
than $82.50 (including GST), you should provide
an invoice to your client.

If a student or business asks you for a tax
invoice you must provide one within 28 days of
their request.

Unlike Keys2Drive, the
VicRoads Road Smart
program is a relatively new
Road Safety initiative and
the first in our memory
funded by the Victorian
Government that requires
the services of professional driving instructors as
part of the educational program.

Road Smart is designed to build on or kick start
the road rule knowledge, skills and behaviours of
Victorian Year 10 students. This program
supports and enhances the Victoria’s Graduated
Licensing System.

HOW DOES ROAD SMART WORK?

There are two main components to the Road
Smart program. The first is an interactive
classroom session. This session is conducted by
accredited individuals that deliver a Road Smart
approved presentation.

To become an accredited Road Smart classroom
facilitator, simple contact the Road Smart team
via email: roadsmart@roads.vic.gov.au

The second component involves YOU! Once
a Victorian secondary school completes the
interactive classroom session, they are then
eligible for the on-road or off-road component.

‘off-road” component of the Road Smart program.

HOW CAN YOU GET INVOLVED?

To get involved with the practical component of
Road Smart simply contact the providers listed
above. To be an accredited off-road Road Smart
instructor you will need to hold a current DIA,
Working with Children card and drive a 5-star
ANCAP rated automatic vehicle and complete a
one-day off-road training session.

These are the basic criteria required for
registering and accrediting yourself with the
Road Smart Program.

IMPORTANT NOTES:

1) Itis important to know that other providers
may have additional criteria for you to
complete or adhere to before allowing you to
work on their program. Please be sure to
check with the other providers regarding their
requirements.

2) Completing the on-road training session with
VicRoads does not satisfy the requirements
for become an off-road trainer. The vast
majority of practical training sessions and
employment opportunity is within the off-road
component of the program.

HOW MUCH DOES BEING A ROAD SMART
INSTRUCTOR PAY?

The pay rate for off-road practical sessions is a
common question we receive from instructors.
We can only provide you with the answers
relating to Intelligent Training Solutions, however
we hope to include information from the other
providers in future editions.

For driving instructors who hold their own PL and
PI insurance, Intelligent Training Solutions rate of
pay is $60/hour GST inclusive.

For driving instructors who wish to utilise the
Intelligent Training Solutions insurance cover, the
rate of pay is $50/hours GST inclusive.

A minimum of 2 hours per day/session is paid
regardless of how few students you see. If a
Road Smart session is cancelled, Intelligent
Training Solutions will provide you with 5 working
days’ notice. Instructors will be paid if less than 5
days’ notice is provided.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Pay rates and allowances
are determined by the training provider. Please
speak with each provider regarding their pay
rates.

The Keys2Drive program offers learner drivers a
free one-hour lesson to help them and their
parents or supervising drivers to safely
understand the road and learning pathway
together.

WHO CAN BECOME A KEYS2DRIVE
ACCREDITED DRIVING INSTRUCTOR?

Any accredited driving instructor can register
themselves to become an accredited Keys2Drive
trainer. There is NO charge to complete the
registration training and the whole course is
completed online. From start to finish, the entire

KEYS2DRIVE UPDATE

Reported in April 2019

As reported by the ADTAV newsletter earlier this
year, Keys2Drive announced a sliding scale of
fees, whereby lessons delivered in regional and
remote locations attract a higher rate of pay.

VICTORIA (CPVV) NEWS

DRIVER ACCREDITATION FEE INVOICING
News reported in May 2019.

In May the CPVV reported that they have now
fully caught up on the backlog of driver
accreditation fee invoicing after sending out just
under 11,000 invoices over the last few weeks.

As you can imagine, the majority of the 11,000
invoices would relate to TAXI accreditations,
however if you have been affected by the delay
you can expect to receive your DIA renewal
notice shortly.

DELAYS TO NEW DRIVER ACCREDITATION
APPLICATION PROCESSING

News reported in April 20189.

The Australian Criminal Intelligence Commission
(ACIC), which completes police history checks on
the CPVV’s behalf, has advised that it is
experiencing significant delays processing
applications.

This means CPVV won't receive the results of
driver’s national history police checks as quickly
as usual. These delays, together with a high
volume of applications, means that their usual
14-day application turn around will not be met.

CPVV have advised that applicants will receive
their application results in due course and
apologies in advance for the inconvenience.

At a glace:

> There were a total of 111 road deaths during
the month of May 2019. The current figure is
9.9 per cent higher than the average of May
over the previous five years.

> During the 12 months ending May 2019,
there were 1,204 road deaths. This is a
decrease of 3.3 per cent from the 12-month
period ending May 2018

> Presently, the rate of annual deaths per
100,000 population stands at 4.8. This is a
4.8 per cent decrease compared to the rate
for the 12 months period ending May 2018.

OPPOSITION RURAL ROADS
SPOKESWOMEN QUESTIONS STATE
GOVERNMENTS PRIORITIES

The state minister for roads and road safety has
come under attack after the state government
cut a number of road safety measures while the
road toll skyrockets. The opposition rural roads
spokeswoman and member for South West
Coast, Roma Britnell, said Jaala Pulford was
under fire during the Public Accounts and
Estimates Committee hearings this week.

Mrs. Britnell said the latest road toll statistics
showed 147 lives had been tragically lost in
2019, up 54.7 per cent on last year. "In regional
and rural Victoria the road toll has increased 71
per cent," she said.

Mrs. Britnell said the state budget detailed that
the Andrews Government had:

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> Cut the number of alcohol screening
tests conducted by 400,000 tests;

> Failed to increase the number of drug
tests conducted, despite evidence
which suggests that drugs are a large
contributor to the road toll;

> Cut regional road maintenance for
Victoria's major local roads including
non-arterial state roads, minor roads
and local regional roads;

> Reduced the benchmark standards for
regional roads to meet cracking
standards, which leads to potholes and
poor road quality;

> Cut $47.2 million from the existing
Road Safety Strategy 2013-2022 over
the past year;

> Delayed improvements works on major
arterial roads, such as Great Alpine
Road, Hyland Highway Road and the
South Gippsland Highway by a further
year; and

> Proposed to discontinue reporting on
the measure of "drivers tested who
comply with alcohol limits", which
reduces the transparency of the
success or otherwise of Victoria's
alcohol and drug testing.
